Способы перевода страдательного залога

1. A change of course in the government's economic strategy was hinted at last night in Leader of the House’s first major speech in his new job as chief Tory propagandist.

2. The conference will be preceded by a six-day meeting of the OAU (Organization of the African Unity) Council of Ministers that will start June 15, the sources said.

3. Glasgow concern at the growing level of Scottish unemployment was echoed by speaker after speaker yesterday at a convention called by the Scottish TUC.

4. During the recent strike by New York City transit workers, union members were fined millions of dollars by the New York government under the anti-labor Taylor Law.

5. The construction industry employs more workers than any other production industry- 1.7 million people- and, once again, it is the worst hit by government economic mismanagement.

6. Detroit is a city with a black majority population. Like many other industrial Midwest towns, it has been hard-hit by the economic crisis. Youth unemployment in Detroit is even higher than in most other U.S. cities

7. At least five people were killed and scores injured as hurricane Inez swept across the Caribbean Islands of Martinique and Guadeloupe on Tuesday night. Heavy damage was caused as the storm hit with winds up to 125 miles an hour. Communications were disrupted and many centres cut off.

8. The new powers of the government on wages are as totally unacceptable to the trade union movement of this country as the old ones. They must be resisted and defeated.

9. The Government must ensure that the unions were not called upon to accept impossible tasks and then be blamed because they failed.

10. A major anti-drug operation by Lincolnshire police has led to the arrests of seven people. Ten addresses on Lincoln’s Birchwood estate were searched, and officers seized cannabis resin, cannabis plants, and equipment used in its production. Further tests are being carried out on other substances discovered, and four people have been released on police bail pending the results.
Raids took place on 19 and 20 August, but details have just been released. Three people were reported for summons and will appear before Lincoln City magistrates at a future date. Officers say this operation demonstrated to dealers in any kind of illegal drugs that their activities would not be tolerated.

11. United States Army official Daniel Rosas was deployed to Colombia as part of the large US mission to fight drug trafficking, but before long he found the lure of cocaine money too hard to resist. He formed a smuggling ring involving US soldiers that was eventually busted, deeply embarrassing US officials. The US Ambassador said in the wake of the arrests on March 28 that US soldiers leaving Colombia would be subjected to stricter searches.

12. Brighton has been named by researchers as the drugs death capital of England and Wales. Fifty one people died of drug abuse in the city in 2003, putting the total number of deaths and the death rate ahead of bigger cities. Brighton’s death rate, the highest in England and Wales, was 25.3 per 100,000 of the population over the age of 16. East Lancashire was the second worst area with 13.9 deaths per 100,000, according to the International Centre for Drug Policy. Boston and Spalding in Lincolnshire were third, with a rate of 12.1 per 100,000. Manchester had a rate of 11.3, with 37 drug deaths in 2003. Overall, the number of drug deaths across England and Wales fell from 1,583 in 2002 to 1,487 in 2003. The overall fall was a sign that prevention and treatment programmes were working.

13. The public is given figures on annual Social Security payments, allegedly four billion short of income, along with scare predictions that SS will go bankrupt, because the number of recipients increases and the number of wage and salary earners decreases.
