Способы перевода сослагательного наклонения

1. The United States Human Rights  Commission yesterday urged that economic sanctions and an oil embargo should be introduced against South Africa.

2. Western and Arab diplomats and other specialists on Gulf afffairs have suggested that the American administration should clearly outline its policy towards the Gulf countries.

3. The recent anti-inflation measures caused the workers badly hit by redundency in the area to demand that the employers reconsider their collective agreements.

4. India proposed that the nuclear powers should guarantee through the United Nations the security of countries threatened by others which have nuclear weapons capability.

5. In addition The U.N. Charter provided that the United Nations should not intervene in the internal affairs of a State.

6. Health depends to a great extent on housing and education, said Dr.A. who put forward the resolution asking that an extra L2,000 millioon a year should be provided initially.

7. New York- As the House of Representatives is getting ready to debate the President’s proposed budget, young people across the country will gather in the halls of Congress to demand that the government provide a job for every single youth willing and able to work.

8. Washington- delegates to an occupational safety and health conference left the gathering at the Sheraton Park Hotel and went to Capitol Hill this afternoon to demand that Congress reject a Senate-approved amendment that would exempt small businesses from enforcement of safety regulations.

9. A demonstration of 500 angry teachers, parents and students in Birmingham yesterday demanded that the council withdraw its L3 million cuts in education.

10. The majority of people , be they politicians, trade unionists or employers, are now all in favour of East-West trade. The problem today is how to break down the remaining barriers.

11. If Bonn should decide to buy less gas, it would certainly soften US opposition. But if the  Germans conclude they need all the gas they are slated to get, there could be trouble.

12. Should the Tories succeed in finding a candidate we may yet see the spectacle of the three brands of Tories fighting each other for the votes.

13. Objections to this plan, supposing there should be any, should be reported to the committee at once.

14. Accounting for about 40 per cent of OPEC production , Saudi Arabia currently enjoys enormous leverage over the market and its oilproducing colleagues. If it were to cut back sharply, however, sagging oil prices would almost certainly jump up once again.

15. The major US auto companies lost an astonishing $4.2 billion in 19… Of the three, only General Motors is likely to show a profit in 19… If the two weaker companies were to collapse, hundreds of thousands of jobs would be lost in the auto industry, alone, and perhaps a million jobs taking into account the industries that produce materials for cars such as steel and glass.

16. One of their fears is that the auto industry, if given relief, would increase prices rather than production. Another argument that they have used is that if production were to increase, General Motors would pick up roughly 60 per cent of the lost Japanese sales and that would not provide enough help for Chrysler and Ford.

17. Mr. M. believes that granting citizenship to more foreigners would consolidate loyalty to the  state, simplify manpower problems, lessen dependence on more immigration and motivate Kuwaitis to work harder.

18. In preparation for their meeting tomorrow it would be a very good idea if Trades Union Congress leaders would make a point of meeting the rank-and-file workers who are lobbying Parliament today.

19. This veto provision reflects the conviction of those who drafted the Charter that the United Nations would be unable to take an important initiative for the maintetance of peace and security unless there was unanimity among the big powers and that to attempt so would be a futile gesture, endangering the organization.

20. U.S. Embassy sources stressed that the visas would never have been issued to the five officers, who were represented as diplomats going for routine consultations with their own embassy, if their military functions had been known.

21. Had the election campaign been still in progress the wage squeeze might have become an issue.

22. But for import restrictions, quotas and American-imposed embargoes, Anglo-Russian trade would be larger than it is today.

23. The Prime Minister refused to be drawn yesterday into saying what he would do if his attempt to “renegotiate”the agreement were to fail.

24. February’s trade figures showed a L62 million deficit. There would have been an even worse result had it not been for the L559 million that foreign businessmen invested in Britain.

25. The British Foreign Secretary will now be entering what are officially termed “the pre-negotiations”with an ardent will to succeed. But the Prime Minister would hardly have taken the unprecedented step of deciding to go along, too, had he been sure they would fail.

26. No one is under any illusion that had the men not shown their strike solidarity there would be no extra L2 a week in the 64 B.A.C. men’s wage packets this week.
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
